XO’S CORNER

With summer and the Fourth of July already upon us, I found the following excerpt from “The American Flag” by Henry Ward Beecher particularly apropos:

“A thoughtful mind when it sees a nation’s flag sees not the flag only, but the nation itself, the government, the principles, the truths, the history.  Wherever our flag has streamed abroad, men and women have seen daybreak bursting on their eyes, for the American flag is the symbol of liberty.  Not another flag has had such an errand, carrying everywhere, the world around, such hope for freedom - such glorious tidings.”  

Yes, this edition of the XO’s Corner has a patriotic and historic twist to it. Patriotic, because I believe that is a big reason why many of us stay on active duty. Historic, because most of us need reminded every now and again why we have a day off on the Fourth of July. Last year, in a promotion to introduce a new printer, Hewlett-Packard conducted an American History quiz among 1000 adults in the United States. Two-thirds of respondents didn't know that the Declaration of Independence was signed in Philadelphia and one-third didn't know why we celebrate the Fourth of July. 

Independence Day commemorates the signing of the Declaration of Independence by the Continental Congress on July 4, 1776, in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. At the time of the signing, the US consisted of 13 colonies under the rule of England's King George III. There was growing unrest in the colonies concerning the taxes that had to be paid to England. This was commonly referred to as "Taxation without Representation" as the colonists had no representation in the English Parliament and therefore no say in what went on. As the unrest grew in the colonies, King George sent extra troops to help control any rebellion. In 1774 the 13 colonies sent delegates to Philadelphia to form the First Continental Congress. The delegates were unhappy with England, but were not yet ready to declare war. 

In April 1775, as the King's troops advanced on Concord, Massachusetts, Paul Revere sounded the alarm "The British are coming, the British are coming" as he rode his horse through the late night streets. The Battle of Concord and its "shot heard round the world" would mark the unofficial beginning of the colonies war for Independence. The following May, the colonies again sent delegates to the Second Continental Congress. For almost a year, the congress tried to work out its differences with England, again without formally declaring war. 

By June 1776 their efforts had become hopeless and a committee was formed to compose a formal Declaration of Independence. Headed by Thomas Jefferson, the committee included John Adams, Benjamin Franklin, Philip Livingston and Roger Sherman. Thomas Jefferson was chosen to write the first draft. After various changes, a vote was taken late in the afternoon of July 4th. Of the 13 colonies, 9 voted in favor of the Declaration, 2 - Pennsylvania and South Carolina voted No, Delaware undecided and New York abstained. 

To make it official, John Hancock, President of the Continental Congress, signed the Declaration of Independence. It is said that John Hancock signed his name "with a great flourish" so King George could read his signature without spectacles. 

The following day, copies of the Declaration were distributed. The first newspaper to print the Declaration was the Pennsylvania Evening Post on July 6, 1776. On July 8th, the Declaration had its first public reading in Philadelphia's Independence Square. Twice that day the Declaration was read to cheering crowds and ringing church bells. Even the bell in Independence Hall was rung. The "Province Bell" would later be renamed "Liberty Bell" after its inscription: “Proclaim Liberty Throughout All the Land Unto All the Inhabitants Thereof.”
Although the signing of the Declaration was not completed until August, the Fourth of July has been accepted as the official anniversary of United States independence. The first Independence Day celebration took place the following year, July 4, 1777. By the early 1800s the traditions of parades, picnics, and fireworks were established as the way to celebrate America's birthday.

”I never thought it could happen…”

     On any given evening you can look at the evening news and see some victim of a crime uttering those famous words.  Your common sense tells you that everyone is susceptible to crime, and the police will tell you that a criminal is one of the few groups of individuals that do not discriminate.  Well, here I am saying, “I never thought…”.    

     Several weeks ago I received a statement in the mail for a credit card I did not own.  I angrily called the store that had issued the card and identified myself and began to protest the charges.    It took a several minutes and some extremely invasive questions before the customer service representative  believed me and transferred me to the fraud department.  That was only the beginning of what has turned into       

Several credit cards and almost $6,000.00 of stolen merchandise.

     Identity theft has become the crime of the 21 Century.  An identity thief copts some piece of your personal information and uses it without your knowledge to commit fraud or theft.

     Methods of acquiring this information include; stolen wallets and purses, stealing your mail, rummage through your trash, or the trash of businesses.  They may acquire personal information that you share on the internet or they may purchase personal information from “inside” sources.  For example, an identity thief may pay a store employee for information that appears on an application for goods or services.  

    I still sit and wonder at how someone was able to perpetrate this crime.  I have not lost or had a wallet stolen, I don’t conduct my banking online, (always fearing hackers), and I don’t even like to watch QVC.  I own a small personal shredder that I destroy all my bills and receipts. How could someone establish credit in my name when I still have all of my personal identification? 

     I have not resolved the answers to any of these questions but here are some ways to minimize your risk so it does not happen to you, and if you do find yourself the victim of this type of crime what steps to take.

· Before you reveal personal information, find out how it will be used.

· Guard your mail against theft, deposit outgoing mail in the post office collection boxes.

· Minimize the number of credit cards you carry to what you actually need.

· Do not give personal information on the phone, through the mail of over the internet unless you have initiated the contact or know who you are dealing with.  

· Tear or shred you receipts, copies of credit applications, insurance forms, bank checks, and credit offers received in the mail.  

· Be cautious of where you leave personal information in your home, especially if you have roommates, employ outside help, or  are having service work done in your home.

· Give you SSN only when absolutely necessary.

· Check your credit reports on a regular basis.

· Opt out of receiving pre-screened credit card offers.

· Have your name removed from lists that are used for marketing and promotional purposes.

If you do become a victim there are three steps to take.

1. Contact the fraud department of each of the three major credit bureaus.  Tell them you’re an identity theft victim.  A statement will be placed on your credit report to prevent future accounts from being established.

2. Contact the creditors for any accounts that have been tampered with or opened fraudulently.

3. File a report with your local police or the police in the community where the theft took place.

 The outcome of my case is still pending.  I have heard stories of it taking years to correct the damage that is established with this type of crime.  The fraud investigators tell me that I am one of thousands and that for this type of crime anything less than $20,000 is not worth the manpower to pursue.   Yes this is Discouraging -  but I hope you will take head lest  you  find yourself saying, “I never thought it could happen to me!”
